            WORKING TO HELP CHILDREN OUT OF POVERTY

Summary

Recovery from the 1994 Genocide in Rwanda has been long and hard with many orphaned children being the remaining result. These children are in desperate need of Schooling and Education but have no money and the Schooling facility's are very poor in the area we are presently working. The change of the official language from French to English in 2008 was intended to pursue long term benefits for the position of the country in the East African community, but did create problems as very few teachers had command of the English language and  very little government  tuition being offered outside the Major cities. 

Some of the present classrooms in the school have mud floors very little ventilation, window's are no more that a hole in the wall with no electrics.

We are trying to help the situation in a small part of the country in Bugarama, Cyangugu by annually sending Teachers and Maintenance teams to assist in this poverty stricken area

Project History

HATW first sent a team of volunteers to G.S Saint Paul Muko School Bugarama, in 2010 to assist in the building of four classrooms. This project was a great success and in 2011 a smaller team returned not only to carry out some much needed maintenance work on the school, but also to introduce what is hoped will be a “long term”  English Language program to support local teachers in their own knowledge and development in English, enabling them to pass on accurate language skills to their students, which is much needed in this School with some 2400 Children in only 27 classrooms and 26 Teachers. This second visit was also a great success and we intend to return again in 2012 to keep this project “alive” and on going

The gratitude that is received from the children and local people at each visit is at times over whelming

HELP US TO HELP THESE CHILDREN AT MUKO SCHOOL IN BUGARAMA SOUTHERN RWANDA

In order for these children to be able to attend the school they require a uniform £3.50

A note book and pencil is essential 50p along with a haircut/shave (3 per year) 90p

School fees around £16.00 per year in a district where the daily adult wage can be as little as 60p per day, these costs are difficult if not impossible to find, especially when the parents are trying to get more than one child into the school
