This quarter Trans Tanz has been able to save a total of 101 whom 6% are pregnant women and 4% are children
Some of the success stories how Trans Tanz has served the life of many patients
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Apart from all these success stories we do have some individuals who are still struggle ring with what to eat. That do much affect their entire health because they are tempted not to swallow ARV if they are to go that day with ought food. We are still need to meet that need.
However there is increased demand on use of the patient. Many patients from other villages also requesting the extension of Trans Tanz service in their village. We once again requesting moral and financial support from you pressures people.
Juma Said said ;’’ If it were not TT I would have died.”  Accessing CTC was a big problem to him. He had to spend two days away from home to the hospital. The total cost needed for his transport and accommodation was around TSh. 25,000.  He was not able to afford that cost. He said when he started using Trans Tanz services, he had only 5 CD4 count but now the CD4 has shoot to 608.  Juma has gained much strength. He has resumed to his work. He is a farmer. He said that he can dig more than before he got sick. He can cultivate up to 4 acres in year. 





Farida Mohamed was among the first patients who were using TT service. She is now stable. Farida currently cooks and sell food on her own grocery as a way of generating income





Isa Hossen Sefu & Dotto Elimu are husband and wife. They have children, Aisha and Hadija. The y are both positive. They were neglected by their families. When Issa Hossen was seriously ill, his relatives rejected him. Relative left them in the house and  told him that when you will die we will come to barrel you. The going was very tough. Their  life history changed after joing Trans Tanz.  Aisha is positive, She was born before the parents started to use TT bus service. Hadija is negative  her mother started using TT service when she was pregnant. She was able to attend PMTCT as well as antenatal clinics. The couples are very happy and healthier
